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Wﬁereas, Jim Beall has dedicated both his personal and

professional life to serving the San Jose and Campbell, California region, and people
in the entive state have benefited from his legislative efforts;

Wﬁereas, he has focused the major part of his legislative work on health care and

on improving basic systems to support those who are most vulnerable--—-the seviously
mentally ill; children in the foster care system; those with disabilities, struggling
with substance abuse problems, or unemployed. FHe has been a tireless a leader in
the effort to assure California health insurance parity for mental health and
substance abuse services, and effective preventive services. An example of his broad
